	1. Give tribal officials and parents of Indian     

      children an opportunity to comment on

2. Assess the extent to which Indian children participate on an equal basis with non-Indian children served by the LEA. 

3. Recommend, if necessary, ways the LEA can modify its educational program to ensure that Indian children participate on an equal basis with non-Indian children served by the LEA. 

4. Disseminate applications, evaluations, program plans and other information related to the educational programs of the LEA in a timely manner. Allow the tribes and parents of Indian children an opportunity to review the materials, provide input on the needs of the Indian children, and recommend ways the school district can help Indian children benefit from the LEA’s educational programs and activities. 

5. Gather information concerning the Indian community views on education issues, including the frequency, location and time of meetings. 

6. Notify Indian parents and tribes of the location and times of meetings. 

7. Consult and involve tribal officials and parents of Indian children in the planning and development of the LEA’s educational programs and activities.

	1.Galena IPP’s were heard for comment at the Louden Tribal 

Council Meeting and approved on 10/12/09. The district 

Served 270 students on site, 90% Alaska Native. 3412 students are correspondence and home schooled.  Impact aid funds are used for our Galena students on site who are predominately native. Galena was scheduled to receive $17,994,316 in state aid of which $204,632 was scheduled impact aid. 
2. Because over 90% of our residence and boarding school students are Alaska Native we find that nearly 100% of our participation is by Indian children. Home schooled children are not on site and participate on an individual bases in their “Individual Learning Plans. 

3. Ours is a reporting problem. Fall IPP notification to the school board, Louden Tribe, and PAC committees could be followed up with spring notification of activities engagement and numbers of native students which as noted above is close to our entire child population. We’ll need to investigate in mailings home to parents as well. 

4. Student demographics, heritage, educational programs and family income, are all part of our enrollment application process.  Boarding and local school parents get a good look at our operations guide in that enrollment process and on our web page. Certainly our impact aid application could be included there. Our “parent advisory committees”, school board, and Louden Tribal Council are made up of our native constituency and have a major say in program operation. Yearly “report cards for the school” could well focus on the native majority engagement. The home school program PAC committees reflect support services delivered through technology from our five resource centers located in Anchorage, Juneau, Fairbanks, Wasilla, & Soldotna.
5. We have the local Galena PAC and the boarding school PAC that meet monthly addressing the residence population.  Participation has been slim locally. The boarding school pack travels on-site to Galena twice a year and gets together by phone other months.  Correspondence school PAC are located in each of the five geographic regions and meet monthly, well attended. 
6. Invites to participate in PAC and school activities are posted on our web page, sent home in letters and broadcast on the radio (KIYU)

7.Our native parents serve on the school board, city council, Louden Tribal Council, and parent advisory committees directing school operations. 

8.We will present our IPP’s in a more prominent profile requesting desired adjustments toward program improvements and ,monitoring native student  participation. 
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
